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USE OF THE WORLD CHAPEL FOR WEDDINGS

The Holy City wants your wedding in the World Chapel to be a beautiful and memorable experience.  Please keep in mind that the World Chapel, and its contents, are of historical significance and some aspects are quite delicate.  Further, the Holy City has a responsibility to those who visit its site to also make their visits beautiful and memorable.  These rules are developed to achieve these goals and your observance of them will make for a good relationship with the Holy City and, we believe, will allow your wedding to be conducted smoothly and in keeping with the Holy City’s purposes.

The fee for renting the Chapel includes two hours (only) for rehearsal the day before the wedding and two hours (only) for the wedding.  One hour of the wedding time is allocated for setup and one hour for the wedding itself.


Decorating for the wedding should be done during the time allocated for rehearsal.  And keep in mind that there will be visitors to the Chapel between the time you finish your decorating and the time your wedding takes place.  It therefore is not advisable to leave any decorations in place that might be easily taken away.


IF ADDITIONAL TIME IS NEEDED, IT MAY BE BOOKED IF THE CHAPEL IS AVAILABLE, BUT AT AN ADDITIONAL COST OF $50.00 PER HOUR.  Booking such additional time may be denied if the Holy City staff feels it not to be in the Holy City’s best interests.

Statues, flowers, art work or furniture located in the Chapel may NOT be moved under any circumstances without permission for the Holy City’s Manager or, if he is not available, the person in the Gift Shop.  Such requests may be denied for any or no reason.  This includes the covers on the piano and the organ which may NOT be removed for any reason, and includes using the piano bench or other furniture as a stand for candle(s).
You may not block the entrance to the Chapel or restrict any other persons from entering the Chapel at any time before your wedding actually begins (the one hour referred to for the wedding).  When your wedding starts, you may post the “Wedding In Progress” sign on the front door and it must be removed as soon as the wedding ceremony is finished.  The sign is located behind the desk holding the Guest Book in the foyer and must be returned to that location after your wedding is finished.
Lights may not be turned off and on in the Chapel during rehearsal or the wedding.  Lights will be turned on for the rehearsal and for the wedding and altering the lights is not allowed.  Thermostats may NOT be changed; to do so may damage the interior of the Chapel and art work.
The Chapel must be left in the same condition as it was just before your wedding.  You are not responsible for cleaning the pews or floors, but you must clean up everything else done in connection with your wedding.
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
